Gross Findings:

Necropsy was performed on a 4.2 years old female Macaca mulatta within 10 minutes of euthanasia. The
animal was in adequate nutritional and hydration condition. No external lesions were noted, but there was
marked reduction of muscle mass of the left thigh (by 40-50 % refative to right leg), and the clinicafly
described crepitation of the left hip joint was evident. Grossly the muscles of the left thigh appeared of
normal color and texture, lacking any signs of trauma or vascular changes. The capsule of the left hip-
joint was severely thickened due to fibrosis and the joint contained ~ 1ml of a viscous mixture of synovial
fluid and blood. The ligament of caput femoris was not apparent, either on the femur or in the acetabulum.
The caput femoris and the neck of the femur were no longer clearly delineated, and separable. Instead
there was a small flattened area with a thin, partly discontinuous layer of cartilage (~ 5-6 mm in diameter)
to one end of a larger area of irregular, eroded bone. There was also mild to moderate erosion of the
greater trochanter resulting in sharper than normal edges. The acetabular cartilage was eroded and had
an irregular surface. The right hip joint was grossly normal, with the tendon, caput and neck intact, and
the capsule of normal thickness. The inguinal lymph nodes were moderately enlarged and of firm texture.
All other tissues and organs, including eyes, heart, fungs, thymus, liver, pancreas, gastro-intestinal tract,
spleen, kidneys, gll. adrenalis, ovaries, reproductive tract and bladder, grossly appeared within normal

fimits for age group and species.

Summary of clinical history.
Completed arrival quarantine on 4/22/03; quarantine clinical history was uneventful. Treated for

abrasion to left 2 digit 1/12/04 - 1/14/04 with good response to Rx. PE on 3/2/05 revealed a scab on
the chin and peripheral lymphadenopathy. The animal escaped from its cage on 2/26/05 along with a
male; no evidence of external trauma. 2/28/05 rt leg lameness obsvd, resolved spontaneously. 4/7/05 —
abdominal ultrasound to determine if pregnant — determined not to be pregnant. 5/18/05 obsv favoring
left leg. PE reveal marked crepitation of left hip joint with associated decreased thigh muscle mass.
Radiography on 5/23/05 revealed marked articular changes and degeneration involving the left femoral
head and neck and acetabulum.

1. Monitor for any self abusive behavior after move,
